Breakfast Club has resumed from 8:15 each morning at the Price of £1 per day to be paid in the
morning or on a Monday morning in advance. Any child in school before 8:45am will be presumed
to be at Breakfast Club and charged accordingly.

Children have a choice of cereal, toast, yoghurts and fresh fruit as well as juice, milk or water.

Road Safety and Car Parking

Please remind all children that they are to dismount all bikes and scooters at the school gates in the morning and walk their bikes
and scooters on school grounds. Similarly all bikes and scooters must be walked to the gates after school.

Please ensure that all cars are parked in the main car park and not up at the school building or on footpaths. This is
to ensure access for emergency vehicles when required.
